AWARD DESCRIPTIONS
The following awards will be presented at the Thirteenth Annual
“Greenwich Volunteer Day Awards” event:

AWARD CATEGORIES:

Outstanding Individual Youth or Youth Group Volunteer

Recognizes the achievement and dedication of an individual youth, or youth group
volunteers, 18 years or younger, who have contributed to the improvement of the
Greenwich community through volunteerism.

Outstanding Individual Adult or Adult Group Volunteers
Recognizes the achievement and dedication of individuals or groups, 19 to 61 years, who
have contributed to the improvement of the Greenwich community through volunteerism.

Outstanding Individual Senior or Senior Group Volunteers

Recognizes the achievement and dedication of individual seniors or senior groups, 62
years or older, who have contributed to the improvement of the Greenwich community
through volunteerism.

Outstanding Volunteering Couple
Recognizes the achievement and dedication of a couple who has contributed to the
improvement of the Greenwich community through volunteerism.

Outstanding Volunteering Family
Recognizes the achievement and dedication of a family who has contributed to the
improvement of the Greenwich community through volunteerism.

DIVISIONS WITHIN THE FIRST THREE CATEGORIES:

New Volunteers: Under one year of voluntary service
Established Volunteers: Over one year of voluntary service

ELIGIBILITY:

e Any individuals or groups actively involved in volunteer service benefiting the
Greenwich community, a Greenwich organization or an organization that benefits the
Greenwich community.

e Individuals or groups may be nominated for work done during the twelve months
ending February 1, 2010.

e Individuals or groups paid cash compensation for their volunteer activities (other than
reimbursement for out-of-pocket expenses) will not be eligible.

NOMINATIONS:

Complete the official nomination form and attach a statement of no more than 500 words
describing the merits of the individual or group nominated. Include information about the
location of the volunteer activity, length of volunteer commitment, hours invested and who
was served by the activity. Address how the nominee improved the Greenwich
community through service. Please try to attach unique, poignant stories about the
nominee’s volunteer work, preferably from the person or persons who benefit from those
efforts.

The deadline for nominations is February 26 at 12:00 noon. We will notify award
winners by telephone or email by early March.



GREENWICH VOLUNTEER DAY AWARDS
SELECTION CRITERIA

Winners will be selected based on the following qualities:

Achievement
The nominee’s actual accomplishment of desired results.

Action
The involvement of the nominee was active and hands-on, not just a figurehead.

Caring
As demonstrated by the nominee’s interaction with others.

Commitment
The nominee’s sincere belief in the cause.

Impact
The nominee’s activity or program produced positive changes, provided examples
for other groups.

Initiative

The nominee recognized a need in the Greenwich community and initiated new
programs or activities to meet that need; or the nominee revitalized existing
programs through creativity.

Leadership
The nominee demonstrated singular leadership to mobilize volunteers to
contribute service to the Greenwich community.

Joy
The nominee demonstrated an unselfish willingness to do whatever was needed.

Need
Nominee contributed a needed service to the Greenwich community.

Time
The time was contributed consistently by the nominee.
